Paging optimization for UEs in CM_IDLE

A NG-RAN node may inform the AMF about a list of recommended cells and NG-RAN nodes for paging when release the UE context of a UE, and AMF may include the information in Assistance Data for Paging when it pages the UE.
Assistance Data for Paging may also include Paging Attempt Information, and the Paging Attempt Information consists of a Paging Attempt Count and the Intended Number of Paging Attempts and may include the Next Paging Area Scope. If Paging Attempt Information is included in the Paging message, each paged NG-RAN node receives the same information during a paging attempt. The Paging Attempt Count shall be increased by one at each new paging attempt. The Next Paging Area Scope, when present, indicates whether the AMF plans to modify the paging area currently selected at next paging attempt. If the UE has changed its mobility state to ECM CONNECTED the Paging Attempt Count is reset.

If the Assistance Data for Recommended Cells IE is included in the Assistance Data for Paging IE it may be used, together with the Paging Attempt Information IE if also present according to TS 38.300 [8].


If the Next Paging Area Scope IE is included in the Paging Attempt Information IE it may be used for paging the UE according to TS 38.300 [8].
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
