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1   Description
Two types of registrations are described in section 4.2.2.2 of [3]:

· General registration (section 4.2.2.2)

· Registration with AMF re-allocation (section 4.2.2.3)

For the general registration, the NG-RAN node sends an Initial UE message, and receives a first returned message which is a DL NAS Transport or an Initial Context Setup Request.

For the registration with AMF re-allocation, the following approach was selected at RAN3#100:

· The NG-RAN node sends an Initial UE message to initial AMF and receives from the target AMF the same procedures as it would receive from initial AMF i.e. a DL NAS Transport or an Initial Context Setup Request.

At RAN3#100, tdoc [4] was agreed to reflect the agreement in stage 2. Even though the initial proposal included the full description with the suitable figure for stage 2, the figure was removed before agreeing tdoc [4] because the figure was mentioning 5GC protocol details. Due to last minute presentation before sending to RAN, there was no time to correct the figure on Friday afternoon. 

This figure was however essential because it represents the call flow of the interaction between TS 38.410 procedures, and especially in this case because procedures between different instances of NG interface are invoked. We therefore believe that the representation of such interaction is well placed on TS 38.410.

RAN has approved TS 38.410 v1.0.0 at RAN#80 without the figure of the call flow. In this paper we improve it by proposing to restore the adequate figure.

Proposal: add the call flow representing the interaction between the procedures and the NG instances involved in the AMF re-allocation function into TS38.410.

2   Conclusion and Proposal

This paper has explained the correction needed to add into TS38.410 the figure representing the call flow of the AMF re-allocation feature because this feature involves the interaction of procedures across multiple NG interface instances
Proposal: add back the call flow representing the interaction between the procedures and the NG instances involved in the AMF re-allocation function into TS 38.410.

AMF Re-allocation function

This function allows to redirect an initial connection request issued by an NG-RAN node from an initial AMF towards a target AMF selected by 5GC. In this case the NG-RAN node initiates an Initial UE Message procedure over one NG interface instance and receives the first downlink message to close the UE-associated logical connection over a different NG interface instance as illustrated below:
