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1. Introduction
In this contribution we propose to remove the sentence “This IE may be redefined” in the sematic description of the “MeasConfig” IE and “MeasGapConfig” in TS 38.473, based on the RAN2 reply LS on this topic.
2. Discussion
In RAN3#100, RAN3 discussed the topic of Measurement configuration for EN-DC and agreed the TP [1] to TS 38.473, that replaced the FFS on “MeasConfig” IE and “MeasGapConfig” IE with the sentence “This IE may be redefined”. RAN3 understanding is to revisit this sentence based on the RAN2 reply LS [2], as indicated in RAN3#100 report [3]:

We may revisit this if/when we receive the reply from RAN2
In the reply LS, RAN2 confirmed the validity of RAN3 decision to introduce the MeasConfig IE in the direction from the gNB-CU to gNB-DU, and further agreed that the gNB-DU can generate a measurement gap using SMTC information of the measured frequency(ies) that should be available in the gNB-DU:
	RAN2 has discussed measurement gap configuration for gNB-CU/DU split scenarios for EN-DC, and agreed in order to assist gNB-DU to generate a measurement gap, SMTC information of the measured frequency(ies) configured by MN and SN should be available in gNB-DU. It is left to RAN3 decision as to which message is used to transfer SMTC information of the measured frequency(ies) from gNB-CU to gNB-DU.
In addition, RAN2 think the case for UE connected to multiple gNB-DUs, which node generates measurement gap is in RAN3’s scope.


Proposal 1: remove the sentence “This IE may be redefined” related to measurement configuration in TS 38.473.

Proposal 2: RAN3 is kindly asked to agree the TP to TS 38.473.
