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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has realised that SA2 assumes a specific per-packet indication on NG3 (NG-U) in order to activate reflective QoS. (QoS related agreement 1d as per TR 23.799)
RAN3 has discussed this approach and didn’t find any technical reason to introduce such indication.

In RAN3’s understanding there are only two possibilities for the CN upon reception of a DL packet that doesn’t match any QoS rule and the CN’s decision to not update/add a corresponding QoS rule: 

· either, the CN sends the DL packet via RAN, leaving it to the UE to derive the corresponding QoS rule

· or, it doesn’t forward the packet to the RAN and discards it.
RAN3 believes that there is not third possibility.

We therefore conclude that the indication is not needed.
2. Actions:

To SA2 and RAN2 group.

ACTION: 
RAN3 asks SA2 and RAN2 to comment on the findings, and, if possible, agree that activation of reflective QoS is possible without explicit indication on N3 (NG-U).
