TNL Association Selection Function
The gNB may have multiple TNL associations with an AMF. While a UE is in CM-Connected state the gNB shall maintain the same N2AP UE-TNLA-binding (i.e. use the same TNL association for the UE) unless explicitly changed or released by the AMF. The NGAP-UE-TNLA-Binding for a specific UE can be created, updated and released as defined in TS23.502 ([x]). In following scenarios, the gNB may receive an NGAP message for the UE from the AMF over a TNL association different from the TNL association of current NGAP-UE-TNLA-binding:
· The received NGAP message is to establish the UE associated logical NG-connection, after the gNB initiated Initial UE Message procedure, or
· The received NGAP message is PATH SWITCH REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message, or
· The received NGAP message is the 1st NGAP message sent by AMF, after the gNB initiated NGAP procedure to re-create the UE-TNLA-Binding.

In these scenarios, the gNB shall update the NGAP-UE-TNLA-binding with the new TNL association.
