F1 paging procedure
The F1 paging procedure comprises the following steps:

-
The PAGING message is sent by the gNB-CU to the gNB-DU to request paging a UE in gNB-DU. 

-
Upon receipt of the PAGING message the gNB-DU transmitting the paging information according to the paging assistance information.  
-
The gNB-DU responds with PAGING ACKNOWLEDGE message to inform a successful operation, and with PAGING FAILURE to inform an unsuccessful operation.
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
