1. Overall Description:
In response to a request from APT Wireless Group on 3GPP RAN WG4 feedback on technical feasibilities of various frequency arrangements in 612 - 703 MHz frequency range, 3GPP RAN WG4 would like to inform on AWG, that the 3GPP Rel-17 Study Item (SI) on the on extended 600MHz NR band for APT region has been completed during the RAN WG4 meeting #100-e (August 2021).
During that SI, a Technical Report (TR) was created in TR 38.860. The final version of TR 38.860 is attached for reference. The TR 38.860 can be also found at: https://portal.3gpp.org/desktopmodules/Specifications/SpecificationDetails.aspx?specificationId=3893
The TR 38.860 provides feasibility analyses for band arrangement options B1 and B2, as requested by AWG. Additionally, band arrangement B2a has been defined by RAN WG4 and related feasibility analyses of all arrangements were also captured in the TR 38.860.
It shall be noted, that there is no final recommendation on the preferred band arrangement in 612 - 703 MHz frequency range for the APT region captured in the TR 38.860, as it was considered to be under AWG responsibility to take such decisions. Therefore, RAN WG4 would like to ask AWG for the feedback on the preferred band arrangement (i.e. B1, B2, or B2a) in order to allow further proceedings towards the planned follow-up 3GPP Work Item to define 600MHz NR operating band for APT region, and its related UE and BS requirements.
For the project planning purposes in 3GPP, AWG is asked to advice on the preferred timeline for the completion of the (follow-up WI) normative work for the extended 600MHz NR band in 3GPP, considering that the 3GPP Rel-17 completion is currently planned in Q3 2022, while all the core RF requirements would be required to be completed by Q1 2022. 
Finally, RAN WG4 would like to ask for any recent regulatory updates which could impact the 600MHz band plan in APT region, including but not limited to, DTV and RAS services, etc.

2. Actions:
To APT Wireless Group: 
ACTION: 	RAN WG4 asks AWG to take the above information on the SI completion and the TR 38.860 account. 
At the same time, RAN WG4 would like to ask AWG for the feedback on the following items: 
AWG preferred band arrangement(s) (i.e. B1, B2, or B2a) based on the feasibility analyses provided in TR 38.860. Such information is required by RAN WG4 in order to allow further proceedings towards a follow-up 3GPP Work Item to define 600MHz NR operating band for APT region, and related requirements.
1. Any updates on the regulatory requirements for the APT region in the frequency range of interest, possibly including information regulatory updates which could impact the 600MHz band plan in APT region, including but not limited to, DTV and RAS services. 
2. AWG is asked to advice on the preferred timeline for the completion of the normative work for the extended 600MHz NR band in 3GPP.

The above requested AWG feedback would be highly appreciated to be provided by September 15th the latest, in order to allow RAN#93-e meeting (scheduled September 13-17, 2021) to take appropriate actions. Otherwise, the to-be-approved follow-up WI may require be shifted to 3GPP Rel-18 timeframe.
