· Option 1a: the granularity of the capability is a per-UE
· Option 1b: the granularity of the capability is per band combination
· Option 1c: the granularity of the capability is per band
· Option 2: Do not introduce additional UE capability for HST-SFN CA.


[bookmark: _GoBack]For LTE HST-SFN test, UE that is capable of highSpeedEnhancedDemodulationFlag should pass both HST-SFN for single carrier test and CA test, so the motivation for introducing new UE capability for NR HST-SFN CA is not clear. On the other hand, from the perspective of Rel-17 HST RRM discussion, RAN4 agreed to introduce the UE capability to indicate whether the enhanced requirements for HST CA are supported or not [2]. Considering this RRM agreement, we think it would be better to align UE side with RRM side. Thus, we are fine to define the new Rel-17 UE capability to indicate the support of HST-SFN CA.
