8.1.Y 
Relaxed measurement rules for radio link monitoring
If the UE supports relaxed measurement for radio link monitoring, the UE may further relax the needed measurements on the reference signal configured as RLM-RS resource(s) according to the rules below:

-
if lowMobilityEvaluationRLM is configured and goodServingCellEvaluationRLM is not configured; and

-
if the UE has been monitoring the downlink radio link quality based on the reference signal configured as RLM-RS resource(s) for at least TSearchDeltaP_RLM ; and 
-
if the relaxed measurement criterion in clause 8.1.Y.1 is fulfilled for a period of TSearchDeltaP_RLM:

-
the UE may choose to perform relaxed measurements for radio link monitoring according to relaxation methods in clauses 8.x.x.x;

-
if goodServingCellEvaluation is configured and lowMobilityEvaluation is not configured; and

-
if the relaxed measurement criterion in clause 8.1.Y.2 is fulfilled:
-
the UE may choose to perform relaxed measurements for radio link monitoring according to relaxation methods in clauses 8.x.x.x;
-
if both lowMobilityEvaluationRLM and cellEdgeEvaluationRLM are configured:

-
if the UE has been monitoring the downlink radio link quality based on the reference signal configured as RLM-RS resource(s) for at least TSearchDeltaP_RLM; and 
-
if the relaxed measurement criterion in clause 8.1.Y.1 is fulfilled for a period of TSearchDeltaP_RLM, and
-
if the relaxed measurement criterion in clause 8.1.Y.2 is fulfilled:
-
the UE may choose to perform relaxed measurements for radio link monitoring according to relaxation methods in clauses 8.x.x.x;

8.1.Y.1 
Relaxed measurement criterion for UE with low mobility 

The relaxed measurement criterion for UE with low mobility is fulfilled when:

-
(SS-RSRPRef – SS-RSRP) < SSearchDeltaP_RLM 
SS-RSRPDelta 
Parameter "SS-RSRPDelta" in TS 38.331 [xx]. Value dB3 corresponds to 3 dB, dB6 corresponds to 6 dB and so on. 
And Where:

-
SS-RSRP = current L3 SS-RSRP value of the serving cell (dB), as described in clause 9.2.
-
SS-RSRPRef = reference SS-RSRP value of the serving cell (dB), set as follows:

-
After RRC setup or reestablishment to a new cell, or after handover to a new cell, or
-
If (RSRP - RSRPRef) > 0, or

-
If the relaxed measurement criterion has not been met for TSearchDeltaP_RLM:

-
The UE shall set the value of SS-RSRPRef to the current SS-RSRP value of the serving cell.
8.1.Y.2 
Relaxed measurement criterion for UE with good serving cell quality

The relaxed measurement criterion for UE with good serving cell quality is fulfilled when the downlink radio link quality on the configured RLM-RS resource is evaluated to be better than the threshold Qin, where Qin is described in section 8.1.
