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In this paper, we provide some views on how to select the UEs for Performance Test activity.

Discussion
Given the MIMO OTA requirement is defined based on data driven approach, sufficient measurement data for each band is important. However, there are 7 labs participating the alignment activity, if nothing goes wrong, all the labs can go into the performance requirement test activity. 
Then, one thing we should note that, the number of submitted measurement results from each lab should be considered, otherwise, the results from single lab may dominate the processed CDF curve of the measurement data pool. It would be helpful if RAN4 can reach some consensus on the maximum number of devices that each lab can submit.     
Proposal 1: RAN4 should discuss the maximum number of measurement results that each lab can submit.
UE MIMO OTA performance is impacted by many aspects, including UE form factor, Glass/plastic, High-end/low-end…it would be good if these aspects can be considered when test lab selects devices for measurement, to define 3GPP MIMO OTA performance requirements. 

Proposal 2: The selection of commercial devices to define FR1 MIMO OTA requirements should cover various of devices in the market.
