Introduction
The feasibility of support inter-band DL CA based on CBM between different frequency groups by single-chain architecture is discussed. However, no clear conclusion was captured [1].

Views and Proposals
To have a clear common ground for potential requirement discussion in the future. It’s better to converge what UE architecture(s) is feasible, i.e. single-chain and/or multi-chain.
In our understanding, it’s still not feasible to support such wide bandwidth (ex: from 24.25 ~ 43.5GHz) by single-chain based on state-of-the-art. Hence, we propose to exclude single-chain during potential inter-band DL CA based on CBM between different frequency groups requirement discussion.

Proposal: Single-chain architecture is NOT feasible for inter-band DL CA based on CBM between different frequency groups based on state-of-the-art, and shall be excluded during corresponding requirement(s) discussion.
