Issue 5-1-1: NR operating band for HAPS - FFS, following options to be further discussed:
Option 1: Proposal 5-1-1-1: Introducing a new band table for HAPS in TS 38.104.
Option 2: Proposal 5-1-1-2: HAPS is designed to operate in the NR operating bands n1 which are defined in Table 5.2-1.





In RAN4#101-e, RAN4 aimed to identify existing NR band(s) which can be considered for HAPS operation [2]. We propose an additional description to the clause of NR operating band as proposed below. Additional HAPS frequency bands can be considered for operation conditional to RAN4 evaluation and concurrence.

Proposal 1: Add the description of HAPS operating band to TS 38.104 clause 5.2 as below.
