Definitions of terms, symbols and abbreviations
3.1
Terms
For the purposes of the present document, the terms given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

Inter-band dual connectivity: Dual connectivity of component carriers in different operating bands.

Intra-band contiguous dual connectivity: Contiguous carriers of dual connectivity aggregated in the same operating band.

Intra-band non-contiguous dual connectivity: Non-contiguous carriers of dual connectivity aggregated in the same operating band.
