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1.	Introduction
Nowadays the main steam type of smart phone is bar type which has unique mechanical mode. The new trend is that foldable phone is becoming more and more popular which may have many mechanical modes.
In this contribution we discuss how to treat the mechanical mode in FR1 MIMO OTA performance requirement.
2. 	Discussion
As shown in the WID [1], smartphone is the device type with first priority:
-	Define requirements for the following device types:
-	Smartphone is the first priority
-	Tablet
-	Wearable device
-	Fixed wireless access (FWA) terminal
-	Laptops


The most commercial smart phone in the market is bar type, other mechanical type such as foldable phone is only minority as of now. However, it is trend that foldable phone will be more popular. Once the TRMS requirements for smart phone is specified, it will be applicable for both bar type and foldable type.
Observation 1:	TRMS requirement is derived mainly based on bar type smart phone but will also apply for foldable type smart phone.
Foldable phone has many mechanical modes depending on the folding angle. It is more challenging to guarantee well antenna performance for all mechanical modes of foldable type phone than bar type phone. The antenna performance will have to be balanced among all the mechanical modes. On the other hand it is not practical to verify all the possible mechanical modes. In feature phone stage, the concept of primary mechanical mode was adopted to treat devices with multiple mechanical modes. Similarly, it is also reasonable that the TRMS requirements only apply to the primary mechanical mode.
Proposal 1:	the TRMS requirements only apply to the primary mechanical mode for devices having multiple mechanical modes.
3. 	Conclusion
Observation 1:	TRMS requirement is derived mainly based on bar type smart phone but will also apply for foldable type smart phone.
