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1. Overall Description
RAN4 has discussed the collision handling of concurrent gap and reached the following agreements 
· Introduce a priority rule for UE behavior during colliding measurement gap occasions
· UE will only do the measurement for the measurement gap with a higher priority on all colliding occasions
· The priority of the measurement gap pattern can be RRC configurable
· For Rel-17 define requirements for the case when different measurement gap patterns are configured with different priorities (i.e., do not consider equal priorities case)
· Regarding the number of priority levels, only 2 is needed in this NR_MG_enh WI. However, considering some forward compatibility on inter-working with other features (e.g., MUSIM, NTN, Positioning), RAN4 recommends 5 levels but would like to leave this to RAN2 to take the final decision.

2. Actions:
ACTION: RAN4 respectfully asks RAN2 to take above information and implement the required RRC signaling for the priority level.
