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1 Introduction

In the last meeting, a WF was agreed on NTN UE RF requirements. However, the spurious response for NTN UE is still under discussion and has not captured in the TR38.863.

As agreed on blocking and intermodulation characteristics, to assume the same interfering signals for guaranteeing TN and NTN UE performance, it is proposed the TN spurious response requirements could be reused for NTN.

Spurious response
Spurious response is a measure of the ability of the receiver to receive a wanted signal on its assigned channel frequency without exceeding a given degradation due to the presence of an unwanted CW interfering signal at any other frequency for which a response is obtained, i.e. for which the out-of-band blocking limit is not met. To assume the same interfering signals for guaranteeing TN and NTN UE performance, TN spurious response requirements in section 7.7 of TS 38.101-1 could be applicable to NTN satellite access UEs.
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
