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1. Introduction
This contribution provides some initial consideration of the conducted conformance test specification related issues including work plan, draft rules and TP split.
2. Discussion
2.1 Work plan
According to the WID [1], the conformance test should be closed in RAN#97. Then there’s only two RAN4 meeting cycles to complete the conformance test discussion. It’s very challenge, there’s not much room for the work plan. 
RAN4#103e: 
1) Approve the spec skeleton.
2) Approve the critical issues including drafting rules, configuration, MU, TT, etc. 
3) Approve the TP split.
4) Try to approve some specific issues 
RAN4#104e: 
1) Approve the TP.
2) Agree the first version TS in RAN4.
2.2 Draft rules
By following BS test specification draft rules, it seems not much new issues for repeater test specification. If any new issues identified in this meeting, it can be discussed and agreed to have some guideline for drafting specification. One issue may be that if all of the requirements, TC, stimulus signals, etc should be written explicitly. Our understanding is that it’ll be good if repeater spec being shorter. So if some requirements can be referred, they can be referred directly. If it’ll bring misunderstanding, the spec can be written explicitly.
2.3 Skeleton
The skeleton is provided in [5]. There may be some issues need more discussion such as how to handle the test configuration and test models clause. BS and IAB specs uses test configuration and test model, but E-UTRA spec only includes “Repeater stimulus signal” in Annex, which are test models called in BS. We provided our views in the contribution [6] and [7]. The skeleton can be updated according to the agreement in this meeting.
2.4 TP split
[bookmark: _GoBack]The TP can be split according to the TS skeleton. The draft split is as following for discussion in this meeting. Companies can volunteer for the TP of the sections. There’re total 17 sections in this split. The final split can be discussed in the meeting.
