	NOTE 1:	The protected NR bands are specified in clause 5.2 from TS 38.101-1. FDL_low and FDL_high refer to each frequency band specified in Table 5.2-1 in TS 38.101-1.
NOTE 2:	As exceptions, measurements with a level up to the applicable requirements defined in Table 6.5.3.1-2 are permitted for each assigned NR carrier used in the measurement due to 2nd, 3rd, 4th or 5th harmonic spurious emissions. Due to spreading of the harmonic emission the exception is also allowed for the first 1 MHz frequency range immediately outside the harmonic emission on both sides of the harmonic emission. This results in an overall exception interval centred at the harmonic emission of (2 MHz + N x LCRB x RBsize kHz), where N is 2, 3, 4, 5 for the 2nd, 3rd, 4th or 5th harmonic respectively. The exception is allowed if the measurement bandwidth (MBW) totally or partially overlaps the overall exception interval.
NOTE 3:	The UL signal in NR NTN satellite Bands can be transmitted only in the areas where IMT services are not provided in the protected TN bands. The Determining whether the IMT services exist in the protected TN bands Before Transmitting UL signal in NTN satellite bands specified in TBD (RAN1/RAN2 specs) can guarantee the UE-to-UE coexistence between IMT service and satellite service in different geographic areas.
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These requirements are specified in terms of an additional spectrum emission requirement. Additional spurious emission requirements are signalled by the network to indicate that the UE shall meet an additional requirement for a specific deployment scenario as part of the cell handover/broadcast message.
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When "NS 57" is indicated in the cell, the power of any UE emission shall not exceed the levels specified in Table 6.5.3.3.1-1. This requirement also applies for the frequency ranges that are less than FOOB (MHz) in Table 6.5.3.1-1 from the edge of the channel bandwidth.
