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Introduction
RAN4#103-e is the first meeting to discuss RRM performance requirements for eIAB in Release 17.
In this paper, we are discussing whether any new RRM performance requirements are needed.


Discussion
All the RAN4 agreements for the WI on enhancements to IAB for NR are collected in [1] as follows:
· Agreements on IAB enhancement RRM Core part approved in WF R4-2202664, RAN4#101-bis-e
	On Case 1 Timing
No new RRM requirements are needed for Case #1 timing procedures.
Clarify in the TS 38.174 that current transmit timing requirements apply to case#1 timing mode.

On Case 6 Timing
There is no RRM impact of case#6 timing.

On Case 7 Timing
The existing timing advance step size accuracy requirements in clause 12.2.3, TS 38.174, are applicable for Case # 7 timings.
No new RRM requirements are needed for Case # 7 timing procedures.



· Agreements on IAB enhancement RRM Core part approved in WF R4-2206932 RAN4#102-e
	CLI
· For CLI measurements by IAB-MT, no new RRM requirements need to be specified in R17.



No new RRM requirements were introduced in the Core part of the Rel-17 WI Enhancements to IAB for NR. In addition to that, no RRM performance requirement were defined in the Rel-16 IAB WI.
The observation above gives us enough reason to make the following proposal:
No new RRM performance requirements are needed to cover Rel-17 NR_IAB_enh.


Conclusion
In this contribution we are evaluating whether any new RRM performance requirements should be introduced.
The following observation and proposal are made:
