Based on ECC Decision (20)02 [1], the BS maximum output power for BS operating in band n101 applicable for [uncoordinated deployment], shall not exceed the Prated,c,AC derived based on table 4.3.1-1, with the assumption of fixed value of the BS antenna gain GantRMR1900 as:
(65 – GantRMR1900) dBm / 10 MHz = 47 dBm / 10 MHz,
(62 – GantRMR1900) dBm / 5 MHz = 44 dBm / 5 MHz,
where GantRMR1900 is the antenna gain of the RMR BS.
