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1 Introduction
In this contribution we provide recommendation for the NTN SAN conformance testing specification handling, to follow the approach of AAS BS and NR BS, and to split the specification into the conducted and radiated testing parts.
2 Discussion
Referring to the NR BS specifications, one can notice that both conducted and radiated set of requirements were defined, same as we currently do for the SAN type 1-H. 
It shall be noted that test requirements, testing chambers, TT/MU values differ among the conducted and radiated tests. Therefore, both conducted and radiated test specifications were defined for AAS BS (TS 37.145-1/-2), for NR BS (TS 38.141-1/-2), as well as for the IAB (TS 38.176-1/-2). 
As the NTN SAN specification is based on the NR BS specification text reuse, for the conformance testing spec drafting it would be easier to follow the same approach as done for the NR BS conformance testing specifications (which is split into TS 38.141-1, and TS 38.141-2). 
Therefore in order to provide more readable specifications structure for NTN SAN, the following is proposed: 
Proposal:  Recommend to TSG RAN to split the TS 38.181 specification into two parts, for conducted conformance testing (i.e. TS 38.181-1), and for radiated conformance testing (i.e. TS 38.181-2).
Otherwise, while drafting the TS 38.181 based on two NR BS test specifications (TS 38.141-1/-2), an extra effort would be needed to align both the conducted and radiated testing text, procedures, etc. 
Conclusions 
Based on the above discussion, the following proposals are formulated: 
Proposal:  Recommend to TSG RAN to split the TS 38.181 specification into two parts, for conducted conformance testing (i.e. TS 38.181-1), and for radiated conformance testing (i.e. TS 38.181-2).
Related modifications can be implemented as WID revision during the coming RAN#96 meeting.
