1. Introduction
In RAN4#102-e, WF [1] listed few open issues regarding test setup for CRS interference mitigation in scenarios with overlapping spectrum for LTE and NR. In this paper, we provide our views on those issues.
2. Test Setup for Scenario 2
In [1], one of the open issues was whether to define an additional test with IRAT MO configured. Considering that it mixes demod and RRM aspects significantly and requirements are expected to be similar to the test defined with NWA signaling, we propose the following.
Proposal 1: Do not define the test setup with only inter-RAT MO configured.
