	Reason for change:
	The TDD off power requirement is defined on transmission bandwidth configuration. This is not a bandwidth parameter that is declared or is a property of a repeater. It is sufficient to define the bandwidht as the passband bandwidth for the purposes of defining the OFF power requirement.
Multi-band RIBs are mentioned in the requirement, however multi-band RIBs are not in the scope for FR2.
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OTA transmit ON/OFF power requirements apply only to TDD operation of NR repeater. The requirements apply to both downlink and uplink of the repeater.

7.9.2	OTA transmitter OFF power
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[bookmark: _Hlk498674997]OTA transmitter OFF power is defined as the mean power measured over 70/N µs filtered with a square filter of bandwidth equal to the transmission passband bandwidth configuration of the repeater (BWpassband BWConfig) centred on the assigned channel frequency during the transmitter OFF period. N = SCS/15, where SCS is Sub Carrier Spacing in kHz of the input signal. The OTA transmitter OFF power is defined as TRP.
For multi-band RIBs and single band RIBs supporting transmission in multiple bands, the requirement is only applicable during the transmitter OFF period in all supported operating bands.
