1. Overall Description:

RAN4 thanks RAN1 for their LS on enhancements to realize increasing UE power high limit for CA and DC.

[bookmark: _Hlk118115089]Regarding SAR issue on the increasing UE power high limit for CA and DC for Rel-17 described in RAN1 LS, RAN4’s common understanding is that any SAR issue can be avoided by using P-MPR. The maximum uplink duty cycle is reported based on PC2, which means that the UE capability indicating less stringent duty cycle will not be used to avoid the SAR issue. P-MPR is applied based on a UE implementation basis (including the timing and exact value), and exact P-MPR value applied to the UE will not be reported to gNB for FR1 according to pre-Rel-18 specifications. This may cause an inconvenience at a gNB scheduler, but RAN4 is not an expert on this matter. RAN1 is respectfully asked to specify the necessary feature if RAN1 sees any problem on this functionality from L1/L2 point of view.
