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1 Introduction
Last meeting, TP to TR on the BS RF requirements was approved in R4-2219860 [2], which was drafted specifically for TS 38.104 modifications. In the WID updated in [3], additional specifications were added to the list of impacted specifications, i.e. IAB and NR repeater. 
In this contribution we provide TP to TR 38.892 [1] with corrections to the BS requirements section 7.2 to make it more general, to cover all the impacted network node specifications. 
2 Conclusions 
Based on the above discussion, the following proposal was formulated: 

Proposal 1: Approve the attached TP to TR 38.892.

· Adding n105 to the list of operating bands for Operating Band Unwanted Emission (Category A, and Category B Option 1) limits,
· Transmitter spurious emission requirements:  
· co-existence requirements updated for n105 introduction,
· co-location requirements updated for n105 introduction,
· Receiver blocking: co-location requirements updated for n105 introduction.
