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Introduction
[bookmark: _Hlk91172414]In last RAN#99 meeting, the basket WI on adding channel bandwidth support in existing NR bands was updated to include a new task in its scope ([1]). 
This contribution is sharing some background information and the rationale for this update, welcoming any other inputs to improve the current way of working if needed.
Discussion 
In last RAN4#106 meeting, there was some offline discussion to understand how to maintain the BCS4/BCS5 MSDs for a band for which channel bandwidth is added. 
Indeed, the new BCS4/BCS5 are channel bandwidth agnostic. This means that, as soon as a channel bandwidth support is added in a band, this channel bandwidth is automatically added to BCS4/BCS5 for that band, without checking if the corresponding MSDs (which were specified without considering this channel bandwidth) are still valid. 
To cover this gap, we proposed then to explicitly add this task to our basket WI’s scope, and this was approved in last RAN#99 meeting. 
From now, it’s then requested that, when adding a channel bandwidth in a NR band, the corresponding BCS4/BCS5 MSDs are checked as well:

Except from this aspect, this basket WI excludes any change related to CA and/or EN-DC.
There might still be some rare situations, where concurrent requests are made in other work item but this should most likely be handled by the contact person of the request, on a case-by-case basis. 
As a conclusion, we expect this additional effort to be small, helping to maintain the high quality of our RAN4 specifications. 
We welcome any feedback and other proposals for improvement.

In this contribution we discussed the last update of the basket WI on adding channel bandwidth in existing NR bands. We explained why this updated was needed and welcome any feedback or other proposals for improvements.

o Check the MSD requirements of the UL harmonic interference. receiver harmonic mixing and cross
band isolation for the new channel BW(s). only for the BCS4/BCSS for the considered band and
update the requirements if needed when:
= The new BW is the new highest BW of an aggressor band for crossband isolation (note that
it may also create an MSD where there was no MSD before).
= The new BW is the new smallest BW of a victim band of an existing MSD.
