1 Channel arrangement for sidelink in n46/n96/n102
These Uu bands have limited Uu channel locations to facilitate use in shared spectrum. Our view the Uu channel arrangement should be re-used.
In addition, RAN4 has decided on 20,40,60, 80, and 100 MHz as channel bandwidths.
	Agreement: 
· Support channel bandwidth of 20, 40, 60 and 80 MHz i.e., same maximum bandwidth as is mandatory for NR-U.
· To put 10MHz on hold to wait for sidelink CA discussion.
· Support for 100MHz is optional for SL-U




Proposal: Use the same channel arrangement (allowed NREF values) for n46/n96/n102 sidelink as in Uu shared spectrum. Allowed NREF values are in Tables 5.4.2.3-2, 3, and 4 for the agreed channel bandwidths of 20,40, 60, 80, and 100 MHz. 
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2 Conclusions
Proposal: Use the same channel arrangement (allowed NREF values) for n46/n96/n102 sidelink as in Uu shared spectrum. Allowed NREF values are in Tables 5.4.2.3-2, 3, and 4. The re-use is for the agreed channel bandwidths of 20,40, 60, 80, and 100 MHz.
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
