RRM core requirements maintenance 
For NGSO, serving cell measurement - relaxation factor N 
One issue is whether to revise the relaxation factor N, as Issue 1-2 in WF [1]. As the relaxation factor N is derived by n, which is configured by network, we do not see the strong need to introduce new tables for relaxation factor N, because the current specification already allows network parameters to differentiate the relaxation requirements.

Summary
