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Introduction
RAN4 received LS from RAN2 [1] related to LTE inter-RAT measurement to NR without MG. In this paper we will provide reply LS for [1].
Discussion
In [1] RAN2 asked RAN4 whether interruption is allowed according to Rel-16 RAN4 specifications when UE reports “no gap” in Rel-16 field for LTE inter-RAT measurement to NR. 
	RAN2 has discussed the corresponding CR for the RAN4 LS on measurements without gap [1]. However, RAN2 would like to get clarification on the meaning of the legacy Rel-16 “no gap” indication. Rel-18 has defined new code points where UE may support no gap with interruption or no gap without interruption, but it is not clear how these are related to the legacy behaviour. Therefore, RAN2 would like to ask RAN4 whether interruption is allowed according to Rel-16 RAN4 specifications when UE reports “no gap” in Rel-16 field for LTE inter-RAT measurement to NR? 


We understand there is no need to clarify the question for R16.
· There is no requirement in Rel-16 RAN4 specifications for inter-RAT NR measurement with NFG.
· The WI NR_MG_enh2-Core is for R18, and the requirements only apply to R18 UE
In R16 36.133, there are following requirements related to inter-RAT measurement without gaps. However, those requirements are already there in R15 or earlier release of 36.133, and the inter-RAT measurements considered are to 2G/3G. Also, UE capability for inter-RAT NR measurement without gaps are signaled by interRAT-NeedForGapsNR.
	Inter-frequency and inter-RAT measurement requirements within this clause rely on the UE being configured with one measurement gap pattern unless the UE has signaled that it is capable according to the capability interFreqNeedForGaps or interRATNeedForGaps of conducting such measurements without gaps and without interruption.


Technically, it is not possible to regulate the reporting behavior for R16 UE which may be already in the field, so whether a R16 UE would cause interruption for LTE inter-RAT measurement to NR when reporting “no gap” should be left to UE implementation.
Based on above, we suggest RAN4 not to make clarification on whether interruption is allowed for R16.
Proposal: RAN4 not to make clarification on whether interruption is allowed when UE reports “no gap” in Rel-16 field for LTE inter-RAT measurement to NR.
Conclusions
In this paper we provided our views on reply LS for [1].
