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1	Introduction 
The work on UE TRP (Total Radiated Power) and TRS (Total Radiated Sensitivity) requirements and test methodologies for FR1 (NR SA and EN-DC) has continued into Rel-18, with the work item on the Enhancement of UE TRP (Total Radiated Power) and TRS (Total Radiated Sensitivity) requirements and test methodologies having been approved in RAN#97 [1] and revised in [2]. During RAN4#107, Telecom Italia submitted the contribution [3] in which device information to be disclosed as well as thresholds to be satisfied in order to validate the statistical relevance of the devices pool were proposed. This contribution proposes an update of the latter.
2	Discussion
2.1	Thresholds to validate the statistical relevance of devices pool
In relation to the thresholds to be satisfied in order to validate the statistical relevance of the devices pool, in contribution [3] the following values were proposed:

Proposal 6: It is proposed to adopt the following thresholds to be satisfied for the statistical relevance validation of the measurement campaign:

· Total number of devices: >= 50
· Total number of models: >= 40
· Total number of devices’ vendors: >=5
· Percentage of devices per vendor: [>= 10%]
· Percentage of devices per Power Class: TBD
· Percentage of devices per each supported band: TBD
· Percentage of devices per year of production: from second-half 2021 to 2023, percentage TBD
· Percentage of the devices that are certified by PTCRB and GCF: 100%
· Percentage of the devices per market segment (i.e. low, mid or high): TBD
· Percentage of devices that are commercially available: 100%

The proposal received some comments without reaching an agreement and therefore further discussion was encouraged in [4] (relevant text highlighted in yellow):

Issue 4-3-1: Framework for Rel-18 TRP TRS requirement work
Agreements:
· RAN4 further discuss how to disclosed UE information (and thresholds) for Rel-18 TRP TRS requirement work
· Encourage operator test labs to join Rel-18 AC lab alignment activity and performance measurement campaign

Observation 1: The definition of proper thresholds in order to validate the statistical relevance of the devices pool is still considered mandatory

Nevertheless, to progress on the activities, an updated proposal on the thresholds is formulated hereafter, in which some values have been reviewed and others have been removed:

Proposal 1: It is proposed to adopt the following thresholds to be satisfied in order to validate the statistical relevance of the devices pool:

· Total number of devices: >= 40 (this number is in line with Rel-17)
· Total number of models: >= 30
· Total number of devices’ vendors: >=5
· Year of production of the devices: from second-half 2021 to 2023
· Percentage of the devices that are certified by PTCRB and/or GCF: 100%
· Percentage of devices that are commercially available: 100%

Based on the proposal above, the following observation can be made:

Observation 2: It is possible that the devices pool will not satisfy a threshold (or more) at the first provisioning

Therefore:

Proposal 2: RAN4 need to discuss how to address the case in which a threshold (or more) will not be satisfied
3	Conclusions
This contribution proposes an update of the thresholds to be satisfied to validate the statistical relevance of the devices pool. The proposals related to this contribution are summarized hereafter.

Proposal 1: It is proposed to adopt the following thresholds to be satisfied in order to validate the statistical relevance of the devices pool:

· Total number of devices: >= 40 (this number is in line with Rel-17)
· Total number of models: >= 30
· Total number of devices’ vendors: >=5
· Year of production of the devices: from second-half 2021 to 2023
· Percentage of the devices that are certified by PTCRB and/or GCF: 100%
· Percentage of devices that are commercially available: 100%

Proposal 2: RAN4 need to discuss how to address the case in which a threshold (or more) will not be satisfied
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
