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1	Overall description
During RAN4#108 meeting, RAN4 has progressed beam correspondence topic and would like to share the agreements that are relevant to test case development in RAN5.
1) Requirement scenarios and test coverage
RAN4 has agreed to define a common set of beam correspondence requirement for IA, RA-SDT and CG-SDT. To save test effort, it is only necessary to test beam correspondence in initial access since the UE beam correspondence behavior is the same for all 3 scenarios. 
Hence, beam lock function is only needed for beam correspondence test in initial access.
2) Aspects related to testing feasibility:
RAN4 has identified the following testability aspects for beam correspondence in IA. RAN5 is invited to give at least general feedback by November meeting to help conclude the WI.
· Feasibility of UBF-like function in initial access.
· Feasibility on how to ensure 1ms measurement period for PRACH.
· How to attain and maintain MOP in initial access.
· How to ensure beam refinement in initial access and the relevance to testing time.
