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1. Introduction
A reply LS from RAN2 [1] asked a further question regarding the relationship/difference when UE indicates “no gap” in Rel-16 and UE indicates measurement without gap with interruption Rel-18. This contribution provides our considerations for this issue.  

2. Discussion
In [1], RAN2 has asked the following question:
RAN2 has discussed the corresponding CR for the RAN4 LS on measurements without gap [1]. However, RAN2 would like to get clarification on the meaning of the legacy Rel-16 “no gap” indication. Rel-18 has defined new code points where UE may support no gap with interruption or no gap without interruption, but it is not clear how these are related to the legacy behaviour. Therefore, RAN2 would like to ask RAN4 whether interruption is allowed according to Rel-16 RAN4 specifications when UE reports “no gap” in Rel-16 field for LTE inter-RAT measurement to NR? 

It was also agreed in [2] that:
Issue 1-3-3: Impacts on the legacy UE behavior 

< Way forward >: 

· FFS on when RAN2’s signalling design is stable 
· For the legacy UEs, whether RAN4 needs to further clarify the meaning of value ‘no-gap’ in Rel-16 NeedForGap signalling.
Particularly, RAN2 asks whether interruption is allowed according to Rel-16 RAN4 specifications when UE reports “no gap” in Rel-16 field for LTE inter-RAT measurement to NR. To our understanding the question is to ask whether interruption is allowed for Rel-16 inter RAT NR measurement. For this question, although it may not directly related, it was agreed in [2], [3] that “no gap but interruption allowed” and “no gap no interruption” will be defined in Rel-18 inter-RAT measurement without gap WI under scenario a-1.

For Rel-16 UE indicates “no gap”, the issue has been discussed a few meetings within the NR and there was no consensus on whether ’no-gap’ implies with or without interruption. We think same conclusion applies for the LTE inter-RAT measurement for NR case.   

Proposal 1: When UE reports “no gap” in Rel-16 field for LTE inter-RAT measurement to NR, interruption may or may not exist. 
3. Conclusion
In this contribution, we provide our further considerations on the scope and general issues of “pre-configured MGs, multiple concurrent MGs and NCSG” and have the following proposals:
Proposal 1: When UE reports “no gap” in Rel-16 field for LTE inter-RAT measurement to NR, interruption may or may not exist. 
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
