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1 Introduction
During last RAN4#107 meeting, the following WF on the UE EMC test simplification aspects was approved in [1]: 
	2.1	Test simplification
WF: 
For other emission test and other immunity test besides radiated emission and radiated immunity (i.e. RF electromagnetic field, Electrostatic discharge)
· Option 1: one example combination of CA and DC is selected for each frequency range (i.e. FR1 only, FR1+FR2, FR2 only) if supported.
· Option 2: only one example combination of CA and DC is selected for all the supported band combination.
2.2	How to select the example band combination
Agreements:
Select the band combination that have the largest frequency span among each supported BC, the frequency span is considered from lowest frequency to highest frequency for each supported BC.



In this contribution we provide brief analysis on the band combinations selection for the NR UE test simplifications.
2 Discussion
Based on the WF above, it shall be noted that RF implementations for FR1 and FR2 are expected to be realized by separate RF circuits, at least for the typical UE implementations. This would suggest that Option 1 would be more reasonable approach aiming optimal EMC test coverage of the NR UE. 
Therefore, the following is proposed:
Proposal 1: For the example band combinations selection, follow Option 1, i.e. one example combination of CA and DC is selected for each frequency range (i.e. FR1 only, FR1+FR2, FR2 only) if supported.

3 Conclusions 
Based on the above short discussion, the following proposal was formulated: 

Proposal 1:  for the example band combinations selection, follow Option 1, i.e. one example combination of CA and DC is selected for each frequency range (i.e. FR1 only, FR1+FR2, FR2 only) if supported.
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
