8.10D.6	Active TCI state list update delay
For sDCI, if the dual target TCI states are known, upon receiving PDSCH carrying MAC-CE active TCI state list update from a TRP at slot n, UE shall be able to receive PDCCH to schedule PDSCHs from both TRPs with the new target TCI states at the first slot that is after n+ THARQ + +TOk*(max (Tfirst-SSB1 + Tfirst-SSB2)+ TSSB-proc) / NR slot length. Where THARQ, Tfirst-SSB1, Tfirst-SSB2, TSSB-proc and TOk are defined in clause 8.10D.3.

For mDCI case, if the target TCI state is known, upon receiving PDSCH carrying MAC-CE active TCI state list update from a TRP at slot n, UE shall be able to receive PDCCH to schedule PDSCH from the TRP with the new target TCI state at the first slot that is after n+ THARQ + +TOk*(Tfirst-SSB + TSSB-proc) / NR slot length. Where THARQ, Tfirst-SSB, TSSB-proc and TOk are defined in clause 8.10.3. It is up to network to avoid scheduling the UE to receive PDCCH and PDSCH with from different directions with different QCL TypeD RSs in case the UE cannot receive them simultaneously; otherwise, the requirement does not apply.
