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Introduction
[bookmark: _Hlk510705081]During the RAN4#108 a set of CRs were discussed which were trying to capture the agreeable outcome of the discussion throughout the work item for Multi-carrier enhancements [1]. Previously RAN4 had endorsed a of CR [2], but at RAN#100 it was found that these CRs contained aspects which were beyond the scope of the WI. At RAN4#108 the Chair guidance, as captured in the meeting minutes, were to: 
· Prepare and try to agree on two alternative CRs for multicarrier operation UE RF part
· CR with dualUL being supported
· CR without dualUL being supported
· FFS whether both SUL and CA or only SUL sections will be removed
It was then planned that RAN4 should decide between these two alternative CRs [3] and [4]. However, it was not possible to reach an agreement in RAN4 why the discussion was continued at RAN#101.
This contribution discusses the outcome of the RAN discussion related to UL Tx switching as captured in [5] and the resulting work needed by RAN4.
1 Discussion
In the meeting minutes for RAN#101 it is captured that slide 8, 9 and 10 of [4] is endorsed by RAN. Further, it is captured that the WID have been updated accordingly as captured in [1]. In relation to the CRs discussed at the last RAN4#108 meeting the following two notes added clarification:
NOTE 2: Simultaneous uplink configurations on band pairs {SUL and another SUL}, {SUL and corresponding NUL} and {SUL and non-corresponding NUL} are supported in Rel-18.
NOTE 3: Simultaneous uplink transmission on band pairs {SUL and another SUL}, {SUL and corresponding NUL} and {SUL and non-corresponding NUL} are not supported in Rel-18.

From the notes above it should be evident that what was captured as Alternative 2 is aligned to this. 
Observation 1: The Alternative 2 CRs from RAN4#108 is aligned to the RAN agreement and updated WID.
As there are no CRs approved by RAN, RAN4 shall ensure during the RAN4#108bis meeting that a CR is endorsed such that the WI can be completed. 
Proposal 1: RAN4 shall endorse CRs aligned to the RAN agreement on UL Tx switching.
Conclusion
In this paper we make the following observations and proposals:
Observation 1: The Alternative 2 CRs from RAN4#108 is aligned to the RAN agreement and updated WID.
Proposal 1: RAN4 shall endorse CRs aligned to the RAN agreement on UL Tx switching.
It can be noted that a CR aligned to proposal 1 have been submitted as [6].
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
