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1   Overall description

RAN4 has recently discussed and introduced UL Tx switching across 3 or 4 bands with dual-TAG and enhanced UL Tx switching across 2 bands with dual-TAG in Release 18 [1].  RAN4 understands that Tx switching with dual-TAG is a Release 18-only feature and TX switching across two carriers for Releases 16 and 17 is for single-TAG only as was agreed in RAN Meeting #85 [2].  
Question1: 
RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1, by taking the above impact into account, whether there will be RAN1 specifications impact for 2 bands UL Tx switching with dual-TAG compared with single-TAG?
Question2: 
RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1, by taking the above impact into account, whether there will be RAN1 specifications impact for dual-TAG 3 or 4 bands UL Tx switching compared with dual-TAG 2 bands UL Tx switching?

ACTION: RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1 to take the above information into account and to consider the following question: RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1, by taking the above impact into account, what UE behavior for UL Tx switching with dual-TAG needs to be updated in RAN1 specifications accordingly.
