In this paper, we’d like to provide our views on out-of-band blocking requirements.
Discussion on duplexer performance
In last meeting, the relaxed Out-of-band blocking requirements (-20dBm) between 2580 MHz and 2775 MHz were proposed without any technical analysis and duplexer performance. However, without the duplexer performance, it’s very hard to make such technical judgement. In order to guarantee that the UE will not be blocked by band n41 BS with higher output power, it’s proposed to adopt -15dBm Out-of-band blocking requirements.
Proposal 1: -15dBm Out-of-band blocking requirements should be considered for new L/S band. There is no relaxation between 2580 MHz and 2775 MHz.
