The terminology to be used in specifications relating to repeaters is discussed in this paper.

 Terminology related to repeaters 
In general, the definition of terminology is important, in particular for the interpretation of specifications, in order to ensure clarity of interpretation and to avoid ambiguous when specifications are applied to products. The term used should describe the characteristics of the concept as well as possible. There should be only one term for one concept and the terminology used for different concepts should not cause confusion. The terminology of the different concepts should be sufficiently differentiated from each other.
In the case of repeaters, there are two different concepts. The Release 17 repeater concept consists of an RF repeater that performs a simple amplify-and-forward operation without decoding. This conventional RF repeater provides a cost-effective solution for extending network coverage. The Release 18 repeater can be seen as an evolution of the Release 17 repeater. In addition to amplify-and-forward operation, the Rel18 repeater, which is referred to as a smart repeater, with the ability to receive and process Side Control Information (SCI) from the network. SCI enables the use of 5G (NR) radio capabilities, including beam management. 
The Release 17 repeater is commonly referred to as the NR repeater. The term Network-Controlled Repeater (NCR) has been established during the standardization process for the Release 18 repeater concept.
