In the last RAN4 meetings, RAN4 have been discussing the general aspects related to defining UE requirements related to the MUSIM gaps introduced in Rel-17. 
In the last RAN4 meeting in Xiamen (RAN4#108bis), some discussions related to the terminology of gap happened. It has been discussed whether the currently used phrase ‘gap’ should be extended to also include ‘MUSIM gaps’. We give our view on this aspect in this paper.

Terminology of measurement gap
Some discussions have been happening related to the usage of the terms measurement gaps and MUSIM gaps. The discussion relates to whether the term gap (now mostly understood as being gaps allocated for measurement) should be extended to also include also gaps allocated for MUSIM operations.
One thing we would like to bring up is that MUSIM gaps are not for a specific designated purpose. Hence, a MUSIM gap can be for performing measurements, it can be for paging reception, it can be for any operations in NW-B. Our understanding is that as it is not explicitly specified what the MUSIM gap can be used for, the UE may use a MUSIM gap for virtually anything.
A UE may use a MUSIM gap for virtually anything.  
However, a gap allocated for measurements has a specifically designated purpose. Hance, we see a rather significant difference between gaps and MUSIM gaps.
Another difference between gaps for measurements and MUSIM gaps is that gaps for measurements are for performing measurements in the allocating network – NW-A. MUSIM gaps allocated by NW-A are used for performing MUSIM operations in another network – NW-B. Hence, as the gaps (measurement gaps and MUSIM gaps) are allocated for operations in different networks (NW-A and NW-B) it is not straight forward to combine the terms.
As measurement gaps and MUSIM gaps are allocated for operations in different networks it is not straight forward to combine the terms.
Rel-18 work is nearly at its end. Starting to consider merging the terms gaps at this late stage of the WI seems unrealistic accounting the status of MUSIM WI and MGE WI. There are still many open issues to address in both WIs and it does not seem feasible to add more work in either WI. Considering such proposal would likely need own SI in RAN4 and it would likely also impact for example RAN2.

Based on the discussion related to gap terminology, we observe and propose:
Terminology of measurement gap:
1. A UE may use a MUSIM gap for virtually anything.  
As measurement gaps and MUSIM gaps are allocated for operations in different networks it is not straight forward to combine the terms.
1. Do not increase current work scope by discussing terminology of gaps.
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
