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Introduction
Following the proposal in [1] the intention with this contribution is to kick-off an activity aiming to clean-up the BS Core/Conformance testing specifications, aligning them well to the 3GPP drafting rules, but also removing unclarities/interpretations in the way the requirements/limits are formulated. A lot of feedback from editing the harmonised standard in Europe is going to be considered. Additional input from regulators around the world is welcome.
The most important issues are presented in [1] and are related to:
· Manufacturer declarations
· Claiming compliance through declared equivalence of connectors and beams
· Acceptance on alternative measurement methods (e.g TRP in reverberation chamber versus full-sphere in anechoic chamber)
· Normal and extreme test environment versus operating temperature range – there is a question on relevance of current setting
· Clarifications of RF configurations
· Clarification on applicability of requirements on connector/group of connectors/all connector on an individual basis or on the sum of powers.
· Corrections of several terms and definitions which are described differently across the specifications
· Eventual removal of confusing words and expressions (e.g. unless otherwise stated, appropriate, proper, etc.)
Other issues will be introduced later as we make progress and receive more input and feedback.
Discussion
Timeline for implementation of the agreed changes
Companies are invited to state their opinion on what is the appropriate release targeted for implementations of agreed changes. 
As some of the corrections can be applied retroactively, it is important to decide if we start from an earlier release or we target a future release (e.g. Rel-19). 
For example, removal or replacement of “unless otherwise stated” implies changes in more than 35 sub-clauses in some specifications (e.g. 37.145-1) and across all the BS specifications, over all releases. Additionally, same issue is found in specifications for IAB, SAN, repeaters and probably more.
Division of work
As the approved changes might spread over many documents a certain work split among companies is needed. The editorial impact that some of the decisions might have is significant.
Work plan
An initial workplan is proposed in R4-2320661 that contains an excel file that can be updated every meeting with the progress and input from all participants. It is one way for keeping track of the status for all issues, opinions and decisions
Our proposal is to perform this activity under a specific sub-topic of the existing topic [301] BS RF maintenance. 
Immediate action
In order to avoid the propagation of similar issues in the coming period the proposal is to adopt a CR checklist to be consulted before approving CRs to BS core and conformance test specifications, especially when the changes are affective regulatory requirements. A proposal for such a CR checklist is included in R4-2320660
