[bookmark: _Hlk125455889]Core part of mobile IAB work item [1] is going to be finalize during RAN4#109 meeting. In parallel this meeting initiates discussions and works for BS conformance part. 
The WI objectives [1] specific for RAN4 conformance part were defined as follows:
-	Specify RF conformance requirements for the mobile IAB-node, if needed.
-	Specify RRM and demodulation performance requirements for the mobile IAB-node by taking into account IAB-node mobility, if needed.
In this paper, we initiate discussion and issues related to BS conformance tests work anticipated for RAN4 for the Rel.18 Mobile IAB WI.

In core part phase for Rel-18 mobile IAB work item based on agreed assumptions, co-existence simulations were done. Simulation results were used to decide core requirements for mobile IAB. During last RAN4#108bis meeting, draft CR to core IAB specification [2] was endorsed. Mobile IAB reuses many legacy Rel-16/17 requirements.

It will be certain at the end of the core part work (RAN4#109), but it seems that there will not be new specific to mobile IAB requirements, except of requirements that have specific values for mobile IAB-MT (output power and relative power tolerance for mIAB-MT type 1-H,   OTA output power and relative EIRP tolerance for IAB-MT type 1-O and type 2-O). However, both IAB conformance conducted (TS 38.176-1) and radiated (TS 38.176-2) specifications require introduction of mobile IAB in Rel-18 specifications.

[bookmark: _Toc149561872]Both IAB conducted (TS 38.176-1) and radiated (TS 38.176-2) test specifications require introduction of mobile IAB.

Conclusion
