Based on WF [2], in Rel-15, 6% Tx EVM is selected for up to 64QAM to define the minimum UE performance requirements for FR2. That is the common method we used for all other WIs in later releases. We do not see any reason to change Tx EVM to other values. So we propose to consider Tx EVM at 6% for FR2 multi-Rx demodulation requirements.
