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	Reason for change:
	Currently NR NTN Bands 256, 255, 254 and 253 are specified with fixed TX-RX separation based on initial Rel-17 work. However, the corresponding TS 36.101 terrestrial specification does not preclude the use of other TX-RX separations, and flexible TX-RX separation is already allowed for in-band deployments of both Cat M1, M2 and NB1,NB2.
This aspect was overlooked during the initial band 256, 255 specifications due to no input from satellite deployments, which typically do not use fixed separation for MSS bands, but was later raised by NTN operators during the specification of bands 254 and 253. 
Systems are already deployed and devices are already reaching the market, so this change is required now.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clarify support of additional TX-RX separations for IoT NTN bands 256, 255, 254 and 253 is not precluded.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Lack of flexibility in allocation of TX and RX frequency pairing will pose unnecessary challenges to network deployments.
