In general, based on RRM discussion regarding this issue, we believe there is a need to define a UE capability for dynamic collision. This is because the implementation and spec complexity for the dynamic collision is very difficult task to achieve. Besides, having two pre-MG activated simultaneously could lead to higher UE complexities in terms of implementation and thus a UE capability is needed too. In addition, for the two NCSG [32-5], we agree with chairman comment that this UE capability can be further discussed based on R17 progress. Therefore, this contribution includes the updated RAN4 UE feature list for Rel-18 NR.
