Definition of Simplified Receiver
During RAN4#110-bis the following wording was included in the draftCR R4-2406059.
	Simplified SU-MIMO 8Rx Receiver: 8Rx receivers for SU-MIMO transmissions with support of up to 4 layers with two joint 4Rx MIMO detectors.



Retrospectively, Nokia would like to clarify within this description that it is only up to 4 layers, and includes only a single codeword, to aid the reader of the specification.
[bookmark: _Toc166055161]RAN 4 shall use the following definition for a Simplified Rx: “8Rx receivers for SU-MIMO transmissions with support of only up to 4 layers, and a single codeword, with two joint 4Rx MIMO detectors.”
