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1. Introduction

In 11th WG4 meeting, Ericsson proposed the accuracy of transmitted carrier power is 5% in R4-000145 and CR (R4-000308). But the definition of the Transmitted carrier power is still not clear and misleading.

The document (R4-000145) was showed the definition of the Transmitted carrier power is as follows:
-------
Transmitted carrier power, is the ratio between the setting of the total transmitted power on one carrier [W] from one UTRAN access point and the maximum transmission power [W] that is possible to use on the same carrier during the measurement period, where the maximum transmission power is the configured maximum transmission power for the cell.

On the other hand, TS25.215 defined as following;
-------

Transmitted carrier power, is the ratio between the total transmitted power and the maximum transmission power. Total transmission power is the mean power [W] on one carrier from one UTRAN access point. Maximum transmission power is the mean power [W] on one carrier from one UTRAN access point when transmitting at the configured maximum power for the cell.

As the mean power [W] on one carrier from one UTRAN access point when transmitting at the configured maximum power for the cell is up to environment such as temperature or power supply voltage, frequent measurement to catch up the variation is necessary but it is rather hard to accomplish such a measurement all the time. Accordingly, those 2 definitions have common technical background and can be interpreted in a same way as follows:

Transmitted carrier power, is the ratio between the setting of the total transmitted power and the configured maximum transmission power.

2. Proposal

We propose it is accepted to use the setting of the total transmitted power instead of “the total transmitted power” and the configured maximum transmission power instead of “the maximum transmission power”, which are specified in TS25.215.

3. Conclusion

This document proposes it is accepted that transmitted carrier power is the ratio between the setting of the total transmitted power and the configured maximum transmission power.
