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1. Introduction

In RAN#14 meeting discussion on “Regional requirement on HSDPA” was made. It was a discussion on note, which would indicate that HSDPA would not be applicable to ARIB standard before relevant radio regulations incorporate the feature. Without such a note, ARIB will not be able to approve the specifications as a set just because it may contains inconsistency with the regulations. Proposal in [1] was substantially discussed and was agreed in principle. Also it was recognized that the note is needed only for FDD BS specifications. As this is the issue for radio regulations, it seems reasonable to add such a note as one of “regional requirements” in TS25.104 and TS25.141.
2. Proposal

Proposal is to add note in table for “regional requirement” in TS25.104 (Rel5) and TS25.141 (Rel.5). The proposed note says “The portion of HSDPA(High Speed Downlink Packet Access)  is not applicable to ARIB standards by the time when ARIB  propose to transpose.”
3. Conclusion

This document proposes to add note to the tables for “Regional Requirement” in TS25.104 and TS25.141, to resolve issues that may cause problem for ARIB to approve their specifications.
