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1. Overall Description:

In the joint TSG-RAN WG2/WG4 meeting in Berlin (10th-11th of July, 2001) RAN4 presented its TFC selection requirements at the UE Tx maximum power to RAN2. The joint meeting concluded that the requirements of RAN4 were inline with the procedures defined by RAN2. There were only some minor differences in wording between TS25.321 and TS25.133, which were aligned. RAN2 has now removed the change of AMR codec rate from its specifications and requested the addition of the change of AMR code rates from SA4. 

SA4 discussed the matter and concluded that the change of AMR rate is already mandatory in RAN specifications and it is up to the RAN working groups to decide to which specification(s) the procedural description and the requirement are included. SA4 also indicated that it has no intention to include the description to its specifications but SA4 acknowledges that the change of AMR codec rate is an important and mandatory feature for the UE. 

It is now the understanding of RAN4 that although it is quite unusual that RAN4 defines both the procedural description and requirement of a feature, TS25.133 is this time the only RAN specification where the change of AMR codec rate is described and mandated from the UE. RAN4 would kindly like to ask RAN2 to confirm this view.

RAN4 asks RAN2 to confirm the view of RAN4 that the change of AMR codec rate is mandatory for the UE and the only RAN specification, where this requirement is clearly mandated, is TS25.133.
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
