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At its last meeting ITU-R WP 8F welcomed the input from 3GPP on the working document towards the preliminary draft new Report on mitigating techniques to address coexistence between IMT-2000 TDD and FDD radio interface technologies within the frequency range 2 500-2 690 MHz operating in adjacent bands and in the same geographical area.
ITU-R WP 8F is continuing to progress the work on this draft new Report and they sent to 3GPP a note (see R4-030646, received at the last RAN4 meeting) containing the updated version of the Report.

It is noted that this Report will be finalised at the next meeting of ITU-R WP8F (Edinburgh, 8th – 16th October 2003). It is therefore the last chance for 3GPP to comment on it. Thus ITU-R Ad Hoc kindly ask RAN4 to consider the updated version of the draft new Report contained in R4-030646 and to comment as appropriate in order to ensure consistency with the 3GPP material (including any detailed textual change that may be felt necessary).

The deadline for contribution to the next meeting of ITU-R WP 8F will be October, 1st. RAN4 is therefore kindly asked to give feedback to ITU-R Ad Hoc by September, 1st, so that it is possible to submit the final document to RAN#21 (16-19 September 2003) for approval and subsequent submission to ITU-R WP 8F following usual procedures.
