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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to answer the Question 2 raised by RAN2 in their LS referenced in the title:

"It was stated in the RAN1 LS, that for Iub, PO2 can be set per RL set. However, RAN2 have some doubts about that. To RAN2 understanding e.g. all RLs in a DRNS will have the same PO2 which does not seem to be aligned with RAN1 understanding".

In RNSAP and NBAP specifications, PO2 is the same for all Radio Link Sets in a UE Context in a DRNC or a Node B Communication Context in a Node B. However, depending on how the User Plane is configured, it is possible for the SRNC to modify the PO2 value on a per-Radio Link Set basis in a given Node B (either controlled by the SRNC or a DRNC).

Thus, depending on the RNC and Node B implementation, this can lead to different values of PO2 for each RLS.
